The Pilot shall be provided information on the type of M/E Remo-con limiter or governor, as well as its effect on the ship’s maneuverability. In concurrence with the Master, Pilots shall be provided access to the vessels power reserves (i.e. unlimited design power) that is sufficient for the conditions along the planned transit route.
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
